BBQ AREAS: There are several FREE BBQ areas provided throughout the resort. 
Please leave area clean after your use.

BICYCLES/SCOOTERS/ETC: These are allowed during daylight hours but guests 
should observe all the road rules including the wearing of helmets and necessary 
protective gear. CHILDREN MUST BE SUPERVISED AT ALL TIMES. These items are 
not to be used in the main entrance/exit area and the main street in the resort. 
An in–house licence is needed for all guests to use and enjoy these items within 
the property. No skateboards are to be used within the resort.

BOOM GATE: Please use your boom gate key for entry and exit through the boom 
gates. These are installed for the safety and security of all guests. Please do not tail 
through the gate after another vehicle.

CAMP KITCHEN: There is a camp kitchen situated within the resort for your 
convenience. Please leave clean after your use. No bait to be kept in the fridge. 
See resort map for location.

COIN CHANGE: Available from reception for games room, phone and laundries. 
During reception hours.

DEPARTURE/CHECK OUT: All rooms/sites to be vacated by 10am on the day of 
your departure. Early departures: should you wish to check out before reception opens, 
please make alternate arrangements the day before. If you would like to extend your 
stay (depending on availability) – please do so before 10am.

DISHES: Should be washed in the sinks provided in the camp kitchen and BBQ areas. 
Please do not use the laundry tubs to wash dishes.

DUMP POINT: See resort map for location. Please use our dump point to discard of 
waste matter from porta–loos, motorhomes or caravan toilets. Please do not empty 
these in our amenity blocks.

EQUIPMENT HIRE: A range of sporting equipment is available for hire from the 
Hire Hut. Please see reception to purchase a Cash For Fun Card for all Hire Hut 
equipment hire and kids activities

FIRES: No open fires are to be lit at any time.

GAMES ROOM: Located beside reception and is open from 7.30am-9.30pm.

GENERATORS: The use of generators is not permitted after 8pm.

INTERNET: Located beside the Games Room. This is a non smoking area and is open 
from 8am-7pm. Please also be considerate of others who may be waiting (fees apply). 
WIFI (wireless hotspot) is also available in our internet room/kiosk. Children must be 
supervised at all times.

JUMPING PILLOW: Open 9am to dusk daily. The use of the jumping pillow is for 
in house guests only. Please observe the rules to ensure safe use. Children must 
be supervised at all times in these areas. Be extra careful when wet as surface can 
be slippery.

KIDS KAVE: Located behind the service station opposite games room. See weekly 
entertainment schedule for opening and closing times. Children must be supervised 
at all times by parents. This facility is for children 5yrs and under only. Socks are to 
be worn at all times. 

LAUNDRY: There are 3 laundry blocks located throughout the resort. Each laundry 
has coin operated washing machines and driers for your use. All laundries are open 
24 hours for your convenience. Please do not erect temporary clothes lines on your 
site, they WILL NOT BE PERMITTED. Ironing boards are located in each laundry. Irons 
are available from reception. Washing powder is available for purchase from reception.

Closed Christmas Day.

REFUND/CANCELLATION: Details of our policy is available at reception. Please be 
aware that we are unable to refund any monies for late arrivals, early departures, or 
in the event of inclement weather.

RESTAURANTS, BARS, CAFÉ’S: There are plenty of restaurants/bars/cafes in 
our area. Please see any one of our friendly staff for our local favourites.

RUBBISH: Can be placed in the large bins positioned near your site. Please assist 
staff by having your rubbish securely wrapped and placed in bins provided.

SECURITY: Please be wary of security. Lock your cars and your accommodation 
when you leave them. Management cannot accept responsibility for theft of 
personal possessions.

SMOKING: Please note that smoking is not permitted in any accommodation or in 
and around the community areas.

SPECIAL NEEDS: Access friendly shower and toilet facilities are located in the 
amenities. Please see resort map for location.

SPEED LIMIT: All roads in the resort are shared between pedestrian and vehicles. 
Speed limit is walking pace only. (5—8km/hr).

SWIMMING POOL: There are 2 swimming pools for your enjoyment. See resort map for 
locations. Our pool hours are 7:30am—dusk. Please be aware that there is no life guard 
on duty. Children especially must be supervised at all times in these areas. The use of 
the pool is for guests only. Please observe the rules to ensure safe use. Do not take 
glass containers of any kind into the pool areas. Remember alcohol and water DO NOT 
mix – so please no alcohol whilst using pool areas.

TELEPHONES: There is a public telephone located outside the service station. 
It is operated by coin and phone card.

TENNIS COURT: Please register your name at reception (adult required). 
The court is free to use.

THINGS TO SEE & DO: Our reception staff will be happy to assist with any queries 
you may have.

VERANDAH: Please do not hang laundry on your balcony. For your convenience 
a clothes airer is provided in our villa’s and coin-operated driers are located in 
the amenity buildings.

VISITORS: All visitors should be registered on arrival. Guests are also responsible for 
their visitors behaviour. Any visitor that stays overnight must be registered prior to 
staying.
